Air exchange with activated charcoal filter

3. The pull-out shelves should only be used for storing
cigar boxes. Do not use them for storing individual
cigars!

¢ Clean the inside, the door seal and the inside of the
glass with a clean, damp cloth.

» Always keep the door closed when cleaning the
outside of the appliance. Make sure no detergent
odours penetrate into the appliance.

¢ Clean the side panels and door surfaces with a clean
and soft cloth. If necessary, use a moist cloth (water +
detergent). Alternatively, use a microfibre cloth.

* Fold down the front
flap, lift the water tank
slightly and remove, as
illustrated.

This tray can be
washed with water
and detergent either
manually or in a
dishwasher. After
cleaning, always
make sure the tray is
thoroughly rinsed with
clean water before
replacing.

¢ Dry the interior and the water tank thoroughly with a
clean cloth and replace the water tank.

» Switch the appliance back on and replace the cigars.

¢ Do not damage the type plate on the back of the
appliance. It is very important for servicing purposes.

¢ Remove any dust
from the outside of the
ventilation grille with a
vacuum cleaner.
